Bishop Joseph Hartzell Part 3: Return to Africa, Retirement, and
Tragedy

“All the world is my parish” — John Wesley

Returning to the mission field, Bishop Hartzell continued to strengthen the mission near Mt. Chiremba. He also
helped strengthen the mission conference in Liberia, and even was in North Africa preaching to the Islamic
population there.

The year 1916 was the year that Bishop Hartzell, aged 74, retired. He made his home in Blue Ash, Ohio. It also
proved to be a year of great sorrow and trials for Bishop Hartzell. Early in the year, he received notification that his
son, Morton, who had been fighting tuberculosis for nearly 8 years, was dying. He rushed, as best as he could.
There were no airplanes to use. Perhaps it was the will of God, but Morton lived long enough for his father to
arrive. By Feb. 17, 1916, Bishop Hartzell arrived. It was his son’s 40" birthday. It was also the day his Son
breathed his last, while his father was at his side. In that same year Jennie, his wife for over 46 years died. His
son, Dr. Joseph Culver Hartzell, went through a bitter divorce.

We know that this elderly statesman of God remained active and healthy for the next 12 or so years. In 1920, at
the age of 78, he returned to Park South Avenue Methodist Church. Park Church was largely an African American
congregation with more than 3000 members. At the Church, Bishop Hartzell dedicated the Morton Culver Hartzell
Social Center, built and named in honor of his Son.

The year 1929 came, as did the fateful day of his 87" birthday for this tireless servant of the Gospel. He was living
in Ohio with his son Dr. Joseph Hartzell. Throughout the year, he certainly had regular visitors. On his birthday, he
must have had extra visitors, friends and well-wishers. Perhaps they brought him a gift, or some sweets.  So it
was natural to hear someone to knock at the door. Two men were letin. One said that he needed to borrow a tire
pump. Instead, they bound him with wire and demanded money. Bishop Hartzell could only produce 15 dollars.
This angered them so much that they beat him, breaking bones, and causing severe injuries. About three months
later, Methodist Bishop Joseph Crane Hartzell, who had spread the Gospel to so many places, to so many people of
diverse class and skin color, died of his injuries. Yet his ministry is still active in schools, missions, and churches
throughout the world. It even lives, in some “small” way, in Elgin, and the Churches where he once preached,
during September of 1902.

I once had a copy of, and have since lost, the Daily Heavenly Herald dated soon after Bishop Joseph Hartzell’s
death. It had a Front page story that had to do with the first heavenly meeting between Rev. John and Bishop Joe.
Since I cannot find the article, to the best of my recollection, I paraphrase what it said.

The Daily Heavenly Herald, Simon Peter, Editor:

We all want to welcome Bishop Joe to this Place. No one here was surprised to see that Rev. John was one of the
first to rush out to greet him. (No one dared to stop Rev. John either). Bishop Joe met Rev. John just inside the
Gate. It was a joyful meeting. Rev. John flashed a big smile, firmly grasped Bishop Joe’s hand, and shook it. Then
Rev. John put his arm around Bishop Joe’s shoulder turned to those that were coming to meet the new resident. He
pointed at Bishop Joe and then shouted as only an 18" century evangelist can shout, “ Yeah baby, that's what
I'm talkin’ about!” No doubt Rev. John was referring to his famous saying, “All the world is my parish.”
There was much joy as others came. Members of his family came running as well, including his wife Jennie, and his
Son, Rev. Morton, the fine young Minister from our wonderful Home, Epworth, in Elgin, Illinois. And, of course,
there was the Master, whom Bishop Joe had known and served nearly all his life.
