Urgent Need for 1 Worker to Go!
The Northern Illinois Conference of The United Methodist Church has committed to a special
relationship with the church in Bolivia to aid in the ministries of the church there where resources 
are extremely limited and our assistance is greatly needed.

The second of a series of mission trips to Chua, Bolivia, to build a small simple church building for 
the Chua community is still scheduled for August 5-13.  Additional workers are a critical need!  Our 
District Superintendent, Rev. Oscar Carrasco, and members of the Bolivia Task Force have come to 
Epworth with a special request.  We are being challenged to find at least one additional worker 
and do our best to support that worker by covering the travel and expenses for this mission trip.

Since Chua is a very high elevation location and the work relatively demanding we are searching 
for an able-bodied and relatively healthy individual or two.  Perhaps a young adult or other adults 
who can take this very unique opportunity would welcome this international experience.  The cost 
for the trip is set at $1800.  The prayer is that sponsorship from individuals/households at Epworth 
can make a miracle effort to underwrite this cost for at least one person.

Please let Pastor Newhouse or other church leaders know about any person who will consider this 
extraordinary opportunity.  Also, contributions that could be directed to support this effort can be 
identified simply as "Bolivia Mission."  Thanks in Advance for your part in meeting this challenge!

Our June Mission is to support the General Board of Global Ministries.  The 
General Board of Global Ministries is the global mission agency of The United 
Methodist Church, its annual conferences, missionary conferences, and local congregations. It is organized into eight 
program areas, the Women's Division, and General Administration.

The Evangelization & Church Growth program area facilitates the proclamation and witness to the saving grace of 
Jesus Christ through word, deed, and sacrament.  It helps to establish faith communities or new churches and 
strengthens existing congregations.

The General Administration, which includes the office of the general secretary, is responsible for the oversight of the 
entire agency.

The Missions Contexts and Relationships program area is concerned with the contexts in which mission takes place 
today.  These contexts may be local, global, geographical, cultural, ethnic, international, denomination, ecumenical, or 
any combination of these possibilities.

The Mission Personnel program area recruits, selects, trains, assigns, supervises, and supports mission personnel for 
short-term and long-term service.  It also identifies opportunities for service.

UM Committee on Relief (UMCOR) is the global humanitarian aid organization of The United Methodist Church, 
working in more than 80 countries worldwide, including the United States.  It mission is to alleviate human suffering –
whether caused by war, conflict or natural disaster – with open minds and hearts to all people.

The Health & Welfare Ministries programs address the critical health needs of children and adults around the world.

The Mission Education program area has two primary goals: to develop a mission education philosophy for the 
General Board of Global Ministries that is rooted in a biblical and theological understanding of Christian Global mission 
and to undergird the total program of the board through mission education.

The Mission Volunteers program area provides support and resources for all United Methodist global mission 
volunteer programs, including the United Methodist Volunteers in Mission (UMVIM) program.

The Women’s Division is actively engaged in fulfilling the mission of Christ and the church and interpreting the 
purpose of United Methodist Women (UMW).  The division advocates for the oppressed and dispossessed, with special 
attention to the needs of women and children.

The term "program" has multiple meanings at Global Ministries. It indicates institutional components of the agency, 
mission tasks, and discrete projects. Programs also equal relationships. The work of mission in virtually any context 
involves relationships-- interactions in the name of Jesus Christ between and among persons and organizations.
